This week, we talked about our

purpose or the reason for which

we were created. We said that we

often wonder what our purpose in

life is or why we were created and

many spend their whole lives

searching for the answer.

We learned that this is a question that WE cannot answer

because we cannot possibly know why we were created if we

did not create ourselves. If you want to know the purpose of

something, the best one to ask is the one who created that

something. The only one who would know for sure why we

were created would be the one who created us.

In Psalm 139:13, God knit us together in our mother's womb.

We said that knitting is a very intricate process that takes

time, focus and planning. It's not possible to just accidentally

knit something. Therefore, God also did not create us by

accident and He had a plan for us when He created us.

We then learned in 2 Timothy 1:9 that God's purpose for us

is actually not about us but is about Him. God has always had

a purpose and a plan for us since before He created us.

We talked about how hard it can be to commit to following

God's purpose for us, especially when we think that God's

purpose for us may not be what we think our purpose should

be. We agreed that God knows us better than we even know

ourselves, knows what is best for us and what we would be

best at. He knows what He created us for and how we fit into

His plan. His plan for us is amazingly better than anything we

could ever imagine for ourselves.

We learned in Philippians 2:13 that it is God who works in

us to fulfill HIS good purpose. But, we also know that while

So, when we read our Bible we should

look at it as God revealing His purpose for us through His

word. We talked about how Jesus knew His purpose and said

that He lived the life that God wanted him to live and He

talked to God by continually praying. We were also

reminded by the story of Jesus in the garden of Gethsemane

that Jesus did not follow His own will/purpose but the

will/purpose of God ("not as I will, but as you will").

We said that Satan does not want us to fulfill God's purpose

for us on Earth so he will try his best to distract us from it

and trick us. We will know if it is truly God's purpose for us

if it is in alignment with God's word and God's character. We

can also ask the Holy Spirit for guidance and we can ask our

Church leaders for guidance as well.

When we live our lives according to God's will and ask the

Holy Spirit to guide us in the direction that leads us to our

divine purpose, God's purpose for us will become clear and

we will live the amazing life that God has planned for us

from the beginning.
