This week, we concluded our

series about our purpose on

Earth or "why are we here?".

We started with a review of the

last few weeks when we found

originally created to be. We also reviewed how we are each

created by God 'on purpose', 'with a purpose' and with the

ability to 'fulfill our purpose'. We learned that to become

more like Jesus we need to be servants to God and to others.

Now that we were clear about our purpose, the question is

what now? We learned that once you know and truly

understand your purpose, it changes your whole life.

We said that it just doesn't even make any sense to keep

living your life the same way you did before when you had

no clue what your purpose for being here was. Knowing your

purpose gives your life and everything you do real meaning.

We said that knowing your purpose changes your identity

because you know why you were created. We were created

by God and created for God. Our identity is found in God.

It also changes the way we live when we don't have to spend

all of our time worrying about our future because we know

that God created us to fulfill a plan He created since before

we were even born and He gave us the ability to fulfill that

plan and He even gave us the Holy Spirit to help guide us and

help us along the way.

Knowing our purpose changes our priorities and what we

consider to be really important because we know that

whatever happens in this world is only temporary but our life

in eternity with Jesus is forever.



So, we don't have to worry about how we look or where we

live or if we fit in with the popular crowd because we know

that ultimately, none of those things really matter so we don't

have to let them have any priority in our thoughts. Instead of

focusing our thoughts on what we don't have, we can focus

our thoughts on what we do have with Jesus.

Knowing our purpose changes our actions because we know

we should be living as a servant to God and to others. We

look for ways to use our God given talents and gifts to help

others and bring glory to God. We naturally become less

selfish and more selfless thinking about helping others.

At the end of the day, our purpose always comes down to

only one word, Love with the two commands from Jesus,

Love God & Love others.

It changes our whole attitude on life knowing that everything

we do should always be done in love and with love for God

and for each other. We no longer do the right things because

they are the right things to do. We do the right things because

we love God.

We then said that all of these positive changes in our life that

come from being saved and knowing our purpose brings us

an amazing opportunity when others notice those changes.

People around us who do not know Jesus, who do not know

their purpose and maybe even sometimes who don't know

why they were even born see the obvious changes in our life

and they desire to have the same thing we have which gives

us the opportunity to share with them exactly how we know

why we are here and what we're supposed to do with our

lives, why we don't worry all the time or stay angry at

people, why we seem like we're not stressed all the time like

anyone would expect us to be.

It may even give you the opportunity to introduce them to

Jesus and all the great things that come from having a close

relationship with Him. What better way to show God's love

for another person than by introducing them to a saving

relationship with our Lord and Savior?

We finished up by saying that knowing your purpose not

only changes everything about your life, it helps you make

the right choices and even helps you make corrections when

you do make bad choices.
