Living Word Ahwatukee 1 Youth Update for the week of 8/9/15

This week, we continued our

series about our purpose on

Earth or "why are we here?".

We started with a review of last

couple of weeks when we found

that our general purpose for

being here is to ultimately become more like God as we were

originally created to be. We also reviewed how we are each

created by God 'on purpose', 'with a purpose' and with the

ability to 'fulfill our purpose'.

Today we talked about Jesus living as a model for us living

our purpose in one of His more defining qualities of living as

a servant.

We started in John 13:3-5 where we see Jesus modeling for

us by washing His Disciples' feet, a disgusting job typically

reserved only for the lowest of servants, and then telling

them that as His followers they too should wash one anothers

feet.

Jesus was teaching us, in His final hours, that to be the

"greatest" in God's Kingdom is to "serve" or to help one

another and in doing so, we serve God. Our life or purpose

should be centered on serving God and serving each other.

We said we can serve God by believing and by showing our

belief in our actions, by studying His word and by living our

life the way that He wants us to live. We also serve God by

serving others. When we serve each other, out of love, we

bring glory to God.

We talked about different ways we can serve each other for

the glory of God. First, we can use our gifts or talents that

God gave us for the reason of helping us fulfill our purpose

of helping and serving others.



We did a short exercise where we each named a talent we

had while the rest of the class came up with ways we could

use that talent to serve others and God.

We then looked at every little thing that we may do during

our day that may be considered helping or serving others

when we do it with a serving attitude with love in our heart.

Whether it be picking up a piece of litter, putting away

shopping carts or just helping somebody who has their arms

full, it can all be 'serving others' when we do it with the right

attitude.

We said that the world may consider fame or fortune or

power to be "great" but, while these things may not be "bad"

to be "great" in God's eyes is to serve.

If you are truly living as God's servant then worldly

recognition makes no difference to you because you know

that you are living your purpose following Jesus and you also

know that you are doing something that God calls great.

We finished up discussing some of the service activities that

we currently do as a youth group and came up with some

more ideas for additional opportunities to serve in our

Church and in our community.
